Graduation Rates Overview

Welcome to the IPEDS Graduation Rates (GR) survey component. The GR component collects data on the cohort of full-time, first-time degree/certificate-seeking undergraduate
students and tracks their completion status at 150% of the normal time to complete all requirements of their program of study. This information is collected to assist institutions in
complying with the requirements of the Student Right-to-Know Act.

Data Reporting Reminders

Report data to accurately reflect the time period corresponding with the IPEDS survey component, even if such reporting is seemingly inconsistent with prior-year reporting.

Once a student is in the cohort, they remain in the cohort, even if their status changes to part-time or they drop out or transfer out of the institution. However, adjustments can be
made to the cohort for allowable exclusions, which include the death of a student, total and permanent disability, military deployment, or service on an official church mission or
with a foreign aid service of the Federal government.

When reporting award levels for sub-baccalaureate certificates, determine program length by the number of credit or clock hours.

Rephrased "remedial education" terminology in survey materials to "developmental education,’ including Glossary terms
Revised survey materials related to Gender Unknown or Another Gender reporting, including non-reporting for small cell size

Added FAQ regarding consistent reporting of awards in GR with those reported in the IPEDS Completions survey

Added FAQ regarding including incarcerated students in reporting

Revised FAQ regarding experimental site participants
