Benefits of the Honors Academy

• Financial Support

An Honors Academy Scholar receives in-county tuition financial support from Prince George’s Community College as long as he or she satisfies the requirements of the Academy and maintains his/her eligibility. Upon graduation from Prince George’s Community College, the Honors Academy Scholar will receive Honors Academy recognition, a seamless transfer to one of the partnering four-year colleges, and financial support from the partnering four-year college or university.

Honors Academy partnering institutions include American University Kogod School of Business; Howard University; St. Mary’s College; Towson University; University of Maryland, Baltimore County; and University of Maryland, College Park. Upon graduation from Prince George’s Community College, the Honors Academy scholar receives Honors Academy recognition and may seamlessly transfer to a partnering institution. Honors Academy students must be interested in transferring to one of these partnering institutions.
Obligations of an Honors Academy Scholar

If a student is admitted to the Honors Academy, he or she must:

· Attend school full-time (minimum of 12 credits)

· Maintain a cumulative 3.5 grade point average or higher
· Complete a minimum of 7 honors courses

· Meet with the Honors Academy Advisor within a month of admission to the Academy

· Meet with the Honors Academy Advisor each semester for an academic advising appointment

· Perform 15 hours of approved community service and leadership each semester (depending on COVID-19 precautions)
· Fulfill their duties as an Honors Academy student as outlined in the agreement

· Join Phi Theta Kappa International Honor Society when eligible

· Take a leadership role in the Honors Society, Phi Theta Kappa Tau Pi Chapter, and throughout the campus

· Abide by the Code of Conduct

Honors Academy Application

Part II

Type a 500-word essay double-spaced on separate paper explaining your educational philosophy and how the Honors Academy will benefit from admitting you.  Your essay will be evaluated for thoughtfulness of content, ability to express thought, grammar, spelling, and punctuation.

Part III

Obtain and include with your application two letters of recommendation from either high school or individuals who have supervised you in a service or leadership position. PGCC students must have two letters of recommendations from PGCC faculty. Ask your recommender to address the letter to the Honors Academy Review Committee.
Part IV

Attach a resume including your leadership and community activities.

Part V

For Fall Honors Academy admission consideration, complete and submit Parts I, II, III, and IV by
June 3rd. Applicants who meet the criteria will be required to interview virtually with the Honors Academy Review Committee.
Part VI

Graduating High School Seniors must submit a copy of their cumulative report card including fourth quarter of their senior year grades later in the month once available before final consideration can be made.
